Switch off the food chopper and disconnect it from the mains power
supply before changing or fitting attachments.

DON'T:

Dry blend ingredients; always add a small amount of liquid.

Use attachments or cutting/rotating blades if they are loose, damaged
or broken.

Operate the food chopper without food, as this can cause damage.

Care and maintenance

CAUTION: Keep hands, fingers, hair and any loose
clothing away from the rotating tools of the appliance.

Before attempting any cleaning or maintenance, switch off and unplug
the food chopper from the mains power supply and allow it to cool fully.
STEP 1: Wipe the food chopper main unit with a soft, damp cloth and
allow to dry thoroughly.

STEP 2: Wash all of the accessories in warm, soapy water, then rinse
and dry thoroughly.

Never touch the blades; using extreme caution, clean the blades with a
brush and dry carefully.

Do not use harsh or abrasive detergents or scourers to clean the food
chopper, as this could cause damage.

The food chopper is not safe for dishwasher use.

NOTE: The food chopper should be cleaned after each use.

WARNING: Handle the chopping attachment with
care, as the blades are sharp. Exercise caution
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when attaching, removing, cleaning or storing
any attachments.

Instructions for use
Before first use

Before connecting to the mains power supply, clean the food chopper
following the instructions in the section entitled ‘Care and maintenance’.

NOTE: When using the food chopper for the first time,
a slight odour may be emitted. This is normal and will
soon subside. Allow for sufficient ventilation around the
food chopper.

Using the food chopper

All attachments must be securely fitted before use; do not attempt to
remove them until the blades have stopped moving.

STEP 1: Place the chopping bowl onto the non-slip mat and ensure it is
securely fitted.

STEP 2: Align the main blade attachment onto the pin at the base of
the chopping bowl and press into place until secure. It is advised to
place the additional blade attachment onto the main blade attachment
by pushing down and rotating until it clicks into place.

STEP 3: Cut the ingredients to be chopped into small chunks, no more
than approx. 2 cm in size and add to the chopping bowl.

STEP 4: Align the lid with the tabs on the chopping bowl and press down
until it sits flat on the ridge inside the chopping bowl.

STEP 5: Align the food chopper main unit with the tabs on the chopping
bowl and rotate clockwise until it clicks into place.

STEP 6: Plug in and switch on the food chopper at the mains power supply.
STEP 7: Holding the chopping bowl steady with one hand, press and
hold either the low speed button (| ) or the high-speed button ( [l ) until
the food is chopped to the required size. Release the button and wait
for the blades to stop rotating. Switch off and unplug the food chopper
from the mains power supply before rotating the food chopper main unit
in an anticlockwise direction and removing.

STEP 8: Additional food may be added to the chopped ingredients by
removing the chopping bowl lid, adding the ingredients, replacing the
lid and repeating the chopping process.

STEP 9: Remove the lid and blade attachments by carefully pulling
them upwards.

NOTE: The non-slip base can be placed on top of the
chopping bowl to act as a storage lid.

CAUTION: Switch off and unplug the food chopper
from the mains power supply before adding or
removing food from the chopping bowl.

WARNING: Max. operation time is approx. 30 seconds.
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Allow to cool for approx. 1 minute before using the food
chopper again.
